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PPC Imaginarium Awards announces 2016/2017 regional
finalists

Fifty five finalists have been chosen from across South Africa as the PPC Imaginarium Awards reveals its 2016/2017
regional finalists. Following a regional judging process that took place in January and February 2017, the finalists will move
on to the national judging round.

The awards received a record number of entries into the competition with 869 registered entries received, exceeding last
year’s total of 698 entrants.

The finalists were chosen from the competition’s various categories, namely, film, industrial design, sculpture, fashion and
jewellery. (The architecture entries are still in the process of being judged.) The overall winner, category winners and
runners-up will be announced on 18 May 2017 at the UJ Art Gallery in Johannesburg. The overall winner will walk away with
a total cash prize of R150,000, while category winners and runners-up will each be awarded R50,000 and R15,000
respectively.

Industry experts make up judging panel

The finalists’ submissions were judged by a panel of industry experts, including well-known architect and director of the
awards, Daniel van der Merwe, fashion and design consultant Allana Finley and visual artist Stephen Hobbs. Other
noteworthy regional judges include fine artist Mary Sibande, filmmaker Wessel van Huyssteen and Gallery MOMO Cape
Town director Igsaan Martin.
